When you identify 
those unreached people, pray about your part in 
reaching them, and start new classes designed 
specifically for reach them, you are being inten-
tionally missional, carrying on a great Sunday 
school heritage. You have become a Sunday 
school missionary…” 
 

“…If we take our role as Sunday school mis-
sionaries seriously, we'll find ourselves leaving 
our comfortable, familiar classrooms to start 
new classes. We'll leave behind people we've 
come to know and love to reach new people and 
expand the kingdom of God.” 
 

What about it? Are you interested in being a 
Sunday School missionary? I hope so. If we are 
going to reach this generation with the Gospel of 
Jesus Christ, that’s what it’s going to take. So, 
let’s do it! Let’s get out of our comfort zones, 
and let’s do whatever it takes to take the good 
news about Jesus to more people. Let’s be mis-
sionaries!
